
13.0 	GREEN TRAVEL AND CAR PARKING POLICY 2011-12
Student Information



Introduction
The Green Travel and Car Parking Policy is intended to reduce dependence on private vehicles, encouraging walking, cycling and the use of public transport as the means of accessing the Marjon campus. 

Principles
The University College has agreed to reduce single occupancy car journeys to the campus through increased use of car sharing, public transport and environmentally sustainable methods such as walking and cycling.  There will be no parking on campus without a valid car parking permit from 1st September until 31st July, between the hours of 7.30 am and 5.30 pm.

Eligibility
Students living within a 1½ mile radius of the University College Chapel will not be eligible for a car parking permit, unless at least one of the following criteria is met:
1. You are in possession of a blue badge or have verifiable evidence that not being able to drive to and park on campus would cause insurmountable difficulties for your studies.
2. You have dependant[footnoteRef:2] care related commitments that you would be unable to fulfill if a permit was refused.  [2: ] 

3. You are a Senior Resident Student.
4. You are a resident student who needs to use your own transport to attend placements or high level sporting or other similar commitments on a regular basis (i.e. at least 3 times weekly).

For the avoidance of doubt, resident students will not be able to park on the campus unless they fulfil at least one of the above criteria.

Car permit allocation will be prioritised for students who live outside the following post codes; PL3, PL4, PL5, PL6, as these are within walking distance and/or are well served by public transport.

Permit rates for 2011-12
The cost of a parking permit for the 2011-12 academic year is £76.50.  Students may also apply for a permit on a termly basis (at a cost of £28 per term), but note that there is no guarantee that termly permits will be renewed, as this will depend on other factors, including availability (see ‘principles’ above). 

Car Sharing
A main focus of the Green Travel Plan is to encourage car sharing. Students are encouraged to car share with the permit being transferable between vehicles as necessary. Anyone wishing to car share must complete and submit a single application form as a car sharing group.  Subject to availability and the normal rules of eligibility a car sharing permit may be issued which allows one vehicle from the group to be permitted onto campus at any time. The benefit of this option is that the cost of the permit is shared between the members of the car sharing group. 

Sports Centre Car Park (please note that University College permits are not valid in this area)
The Sports Centre car park is reserved for users.  Students may use the car park on payment of the standard Pay and Display charge.  

Use of Public Transport
Students are encouraged to use public transport and discounted bus passes allowing unlimited weekly travel within the Plymouth area are available for sale from Main Reception

1. A ‘dependant’ is a husband, civil partner, partner, child or parent.  It also includes someone who lives in your household, for example, an elderly aunt or grandparent who lives with you.  It does not include tenants or boarders living in the family home, or someone who lives in your household as an employee, such as a live-in housekeeper.

 In cases of illness or injury, or where care arrangements break down, a dependant may also be someone who reasonably relies on you for assistance.  This may be where you are the primary carer or are the only person who can help in an emergency; for example, an aunt who lives nearby who you look after outside work falls ill unexpectedly, or an elderly neighbour living alone who falls and breaks a leg, where you are closest on hand at the time of the fall.
