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Essential Kit
It is expected that all students will have:

· a positive attitude

· outdoor waterproof jacket (with hood)

· outdoor waterproof over-trousers (with side zip)

· outdoor walking boots – with ankle support and heavy duty tread

· outdoor rucksack -  capacity 35 – 50 litres (with 2 shoulder straps)

· a pair of wetsuit boots or shoes

These are the basic essentials for working off site. Students will be encouraged to increase their own personal kit during the course.

Note: - these DO NOT need to be expensive OR the top technical specification – if in doubt seek advice.  Specialist watersport and mountaineering equipment is available to borrow.  It is NOT essential to have your own, although you are welcome to bring your own.  Unfortunately, storage space for student equipment is quite tight, but we shall try and accommodate where we can.

We have access to student discount through Cotswold Outdoors and there is a local outlet in Plymouth.
