You are extremely unlikely to be able to answer many questions without using reference books. Looking things up, and reading around the question, is an important part of your learning. Additionally:

BEd students should read two children’s fiction texts from the 3 to 5 year old range, and two from the 5 to 8 range.  It is recommended that students read texts which have been short listed for - or won - one of the major children’s literature awards, such as Smarties and Kate Greenaway Awards, Carnegie Medal, the Children’s Book Award, the Scottish Arts Council Children’s Book Awards and Red House Book Awards (http://www.redhousechildrensbookaward.co.uk/ ).

Students are also encouraged to look regularly at current writing connected with teaching and schools, such as the Times Educational Supplement, (T.E.S. available on Fridays), Education Guardian, (available on Tuesdays), and the journals ‘Education’, ‘Child Education’, and Junior Education’.
