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1.
What campus accommodation is available?


Seven Halls of Residence with six flats in each hall:

Cromwell/Hudson/Clark – 54 single rooms per hall, kitchen/diner, two toilets and three 
shower rooms shared between nine people.
Coleridge/Kay-Shuttleworth/Tufnell ground floor– 12 single rooms per hall, 
kitchen/diner, three toilets, and three shower rooms shared between 6 people. 

Coleridge/Kay-Shuttleworth/Tufnell first and second floors - 60 ensuite rooms per hall, 
kitchen/diner shared between 5 people.
Dix – 28 single rooms, 8 twin rooms, 2 single en-suite rooms, 2 wheelchair access 
single en-suite rooms, kitchen/diner, one shower room with a toilet and one bathroom 
with a toilet shared between 6 or 7 people.
38 Village Houses 
160 single rooms, 2 wheelchair access single en-suite rooms, kitchen, communal area, 
two toilets, a shower room shared between 4 or 5 people.
2.
How do I apply?

Application forms will be available on our website from the 1st June 2012.  You can print complete and post to the Accommodation Office or complete and email to the Accommodation Office.  An application for accommodation will only be considered once a student becomes unconditional. 

You will receive your allocation in early September.

3.
Are all first year students guaranteed campus accommodation?

We are unable to guarantee accommodation. If campus accommodation is not available you will be offered accommodation with a host family until a room on campus becomes available or information on finding your own private accommodation.
4.
What are the requirements?


Accommodation will only be arranged for candidates who will be bona fide students on 
a first to go unconditional, first served basis.  Students living in Plymouth, Plympton, 
Plymstock, Tavistock, Saltash, Torpoint, Liskeard, Ivybridge and Yelverton (main bus 
route) will not be given priority of a place on campus, however, you will be placed on a 
waiting list and offered a room on campus as soon as there is availability.

How much is a room?

= £65 per person per week

Twin room on single occupancy
= £100 per week
En-suite single room

= £110 per week

Includes – water, gas, electric, contents insurance and internet access.

6.
Is there a deposit?

A deposit of £250 is payable within 7 days of receipt of your room allocation.  This will 
secure the room and then be held against your room for any damage/extra cleaning 
etc.  The deposit or part will be refunded within 28 working days of your departure.

You will be asked for a £10 key deposit on collection of keys.

7.
How do you pay for accommodation?

You will receive a payment plan and schedule on allocation of your room.  You can pay 
in full, in three instalments (40%, 40%, 20%) or if a third party is paying you can

arrange an initial payment followed by 7 Standing Orders.

8.
What is the Dining-In-Scheme Card? (DIS)

You can use the DIS in all the catering outlets as and when you want.  It is based on 
one meal per day.  The DIS card is compulsory and part of the terms and conditions of 
taking a room in Halls but is optional if in the Village.
The cost is £790 which is included on your Accommodation payment plan.

You will receive a 10% discount on purchases when you use your DIS card.

9.
How long is the contract?
The contract is fixed for 41 weeks including the Christmas and Easter vacations.  This is a fixed term contract and you are unable to terminate this contract unless you are withdrawing or suspending your course. If you are not using the accommodation during a period of placement you will still have to pay the residence fees.
You do not have to move out of your accommodation over the Christmas and Easter vacation.

10.
Is accommodation available over the summer vacation?
Students can request accommodation over the summer vacation but will be required to move.  Any costs over the summer have to be paid in advance and you will be liabale for VAT @ 20% on the first 28 days of your stay.
11.
How is accommodation allocated?
Applications will be considered once a student becomes unconditional. Rooms will be 
allocated on a first to go unconditional first served basis.

Rooms are allocated at the discretion of the Accommodation Officer.  Most 
accommodation is single sex but where rooms are en-suite these flats will be mixed.  
Course, hobbies and interested are taken into consideration when allocating.

12.
Is accommodation available for students with a disability?
There are 2 en-suite purpose built single study bedrooms on the ground floor of Dix 
Halls of Residence and in Houses 22 and 23 and these are available for those with 
mobility impairments.  Application for occupation must be made to the Accommodation 
Officer.  If you have any disability you have a responsibility to let us know so that every 
effort can be made to meet your additional requirements.  You may like to discuss your 
requirements with our Disability Officer.  Students with disabilities will be considered for 
Campus accommodation for the 
duration of their course discounting the summer 
vacations.
13.
Do I need a TV Licence?
Yes – TV Licensing will contact you and check.  We will allow them access to the 
accommodation.  Not all rooms have a tv aerial so you will require an indoor aerial.
14.
What are the out of hours cover?
We have a Campus Support Team.  There is a Senior Resident Warden and 4 
Resident Wardens who work with 14 Senior Resident Students on a rotational basis 
from 6pm to 9am.  We also have a night Security Assistant who staff Reception. 

15.
What happens in Year 2?

Students are required to find private accommodation in the City.  They will 
receive 
information in January and can seek guidance and assistance from the 
Accommodation Officer.

16.
How much is private accommodation?

Costs vary from approximately £75 to £125 per week.  The higher the rent the more it 
should include (water, gas, electric, cleaning etc).  Plymouth has a competitive market 
and students are able to find suitable accommodation.
17.
Can I bring my car?

Students resident on campus will not be able to bring their cars with them (except in 
exceptional circumstances).
