
Accessing content via the AtoZ 

First you need to click on the link to the service from the Library e-journals webpage at 

http://www.marjon.ac.uk/facilities/library/electronicresources/electronicjournals/  

 

 

Type in the title of the journal you are looking for  

and click Search. 

Remember you can only use the AtoZ listing to look 

for a specific journal title – if you are looking for 

journal articles on a subject (eg. classroom 

management), you need to use our databases 

Here you need to enter your login details to 

authenticate yourself as a Marjon user 

Marjon student: username = student number eg.20098765 

                               password = your 14-digit network password  

Marjon staff: username = staff login eg.jbloggs 

                         password = your normal 14-digit password  

CPD student: username = your 999 number 

                         password = your date of birth in the format DDMMYYYY

If there is a   button, this will give 

you information about logging in – just 

click on it to see the information  

If we have access to the journal, it will come 

up in the results list. Then you just need to 

click the blue link. 

Sometimes if we have access through 

different databases as well as a 

subscription, there will be multiple links (as 

for this journal). Just click on whichever 

includes the year you want to access 



 

 

A  means that the title has access 

restrictions, but the whole note is 

displayed so you will see this 

immediately. Any restrictions are 

unfortunately due to publisher 

licences.  

A  button means that there are 

extra usernames/passwords in order 

to access content – just click on it to
